
 

                  
                  
                  

      

                   
               

 

              

 

             

 

             

 

 

            

  

            

 

 

 

 

 

 

      

At Risk Some evidence that the child is at an increased vulnerability of being 
exploited, but there are positive protective factors in the Child’s life. 

Medium 
Risk 

A vulnerable Child who may be targeted for opportunistic Gang 
Activity/Youth Violence/Anti-Social Behaviour/Online Bullying/ at risk of 
being groomed for sexual exploitation/sofa surfing/coming home late or 
going missing from home/school. 

High 
Risk 

A Child who is being criminally and or sexually exploited whether by gang 
members or other unknown peers/adults and whom themselves are 
being trafficked and or is being coerced into the moving/selling of 
drugs/youth violence.
