Signs of cuckooing 
• Individuals taking over a vulnerable residents 

address 

• Vulnerable people scared, threatened or coerced 

• Frequent or high numbers of visitors at the address 

• Signs of drug misuse including deal bags and 

weighing scales 

• Individuals with large amounts of money or multiple 

mobile phones 

A cuckooed address represents a significant risk to the individuals being cuckooed and to the 

wider community
